Abstract Painting

Goal: To create a painting in a Non-Objective style that is similar to Kandinsky 

Medium: Acrylic Paint on Canvas
Requirements: The painting must display your emotions through the use of colour, line and shape. If you’d like your artwork can be about something that you’ve experienced or you can base it on a song. You can also implement simulated texture and value to create depth. Think about space and the locations of your objects. You must also use the following Principles of Design:

· Balance (the artwork seems to be equally weighted – symmetrical, asymmetrical or radial)

· Rhythm (the viewers eye travels through the artwork)

· Unity (everything the artwork works together)
You will submit:

1. Your completed painting

2. A paragraph explaining your work and artistic choices
The Creative Process Steps:

1. Inspiration – Brainstorm ideas or emotions and songs. What do you want the artwork to be about?

2. Rethink – Brainstorm ideas of colour schemes, shapes, lines etc that you think will display your ideas

3. Conception – Compare your ideas and make a decision of what you would like to create 

4. Rework – Sketch out a rough draft and apply a colour scheme using pencil crayons

5. Create – Transfer rough image to canvas

6. Recreate – Build up values and apply acrylic techniques to work

7. Evaluate – Use problem solving abilities to assess your work in progress

8. Reflect – Write a paragraph explaining your artwork and artistic choices
