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Linear Line: Lines that outline an object (ex. Cartoons, colouring books, comics…) Contour: outline drawing where the pencil never leaves the page (often one continuous line)
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Gesture: Free-flowing lines that help layout the drawing
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Painterly Line: Line is created by putting two values beside each other (no outline)
